The impact test is performed by dropping a sphere/ball from a height of 1.3 meters (51 inches)
1. Open the unit to confirm that there is no internal damage before testing.  (units are potted)
2. Test the unit for function.

3. Perform test at room temperature.

4. Unit is held firmly against a rigid support during the test.

5. Drop a 50 mm (2 inch) diameter, 540 gram (1.1 pound) steel sphere from a height of 1.3 meters (51 inches) onto the unit under test.
6. Mating connectors are assembled into the receptacles during the test.
· Results:
On the 40044-2-000 unit, the ball was dropped five times in different locations. On four different receptacles and once on the body of the unit.
· With the unit mounted right side up, there was no damage to either receptacle.

· With the unit mounted upside down, two of the receptacles cracked but did not break.  The mating connectors were still locked and firmly in place.  The receptacles were still solid and intact after removing the mating connectors.
· The body of the unit had no damage.
· Electrically the unit passed test.

On the Trumbetta unit the ball was dropped in three different locations.  On two receptacles and once on the body of the unit.

· Two of the receptacles broke and no longer locked the mating connectors in place.
· The body of the unit cracked.
· Electrically the unit passed test.
